· develop strong lines of communication with VAFA clubs, the VAFAUA and other key stakeholders including other football competitions, coaches, umpires, volunteers and sponsors

· manage an umpiring budget including managing payment of umpires via the Schedula system
· uphold the core values of the VAFA which includes the amateur status of playing for the love of the game and the VAFA’s no alcohol policy

· conduct club umpire information sessions and liaise with VAFA clubs on umpiring matters throughout the season
